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Overdose Reversal Drugs

 
The District may obtain and maintain a supply of overdose reversal drugs, including any instruments or devices used to administer
such drugs, for use in emergency situations to assist an individual who is apparently experiencing an opiod-related overdose.
 
 
 
Maintenance of Overdose Reversal Drugs
 
The District’s maintenance of overdose reversal drugs shall adhere to the following conditions: 
 
1. The overdose reversal drugs shall be in their original manufacturer’s packaging; 
 
2. The overdose reversal drug’s packaging shall contain the manufacturer’s instructions for use; and
 
3. The overdose reversal drugs shall be stored in accordance with the manufacturers’ or distributors’ instructions. 
 
Instructions to Individuals Accessing Overdose Reversal Drugs
 
Any individual who accesses the District’s supply of overdose reversal drugs shall be provided instructions regarding emergency administration of such 
drugs, including the specific instruction to summon emergency services. 
 
Replacing Overdose Reversal Drugs
 
Not later than the next workday following an individual’s access to and use of an overdose reversal drug, or such drug’s expiration if applicable, the 
District shall attempt to contact a manufacturer or distributor of such drug and make arrangements for the procurement of a replacement supply of such 
drug. 
 
Limitation of Liability 
 
Pursuant to R.C. 3715.50, if the authority to access and use overdose reversal drugs in accordance with this Board Policy is exercised in good faith, the 
person exercising the authority is not subject to administrative action or criminal prosecution and is not liable for damages in a civil action for injury, 
death, or loss to person or property for an act or omission that arises from exercising that authority.  After an overdose reversal drug has been dispensed 
or personally furnished, the person is not liable for or subject to any of the following for any act or omission of the individual to whom the drug is 
dispensed or personally furnished: damages in any civil action, prosecution in any criminal proceeding, or professional disciplinary action.
